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Did you know?!�- The #1 toxin pets are seen for each year…human medication (Both prescription and over the counter)!  Keep out of reach and DO NOT give over the counter medications without calling first.��- You can ship a fecal sample from your house.  If you can’t get a fecal sample back to us easily, ask for a pre-paid box. Once you have a sample, drop the box in the mail…results to us in 24 hours!!





The holiday season brings lots of busy-ness to our homes.  It also brings LOTS of delicious treats and people who just might give our pets a bite!  �Reminder of foods NOT to share�- High fat foods like prime rib, nuts, avocados �- Raw bread dough�- Raisins and grapes�- Chocolate�- Sugar free gum and candy (xylitol)�Pets often gain weight along with us in the winter.  Try treats like carrots, beans or even ice!

With cooler weather, our older pets can become more painful.  This is a combination of arthritis, less activity and colder weather.  Painful pets often do not whimper, whine or cry.  We do see hiding (cats especially), decreased appetite, less interaction with family, slower to rise and sit, pacing or panting.  We can also see licking at legs or joints or excessive grooming (cats).  �~ If you notice these or other behavior changes in your pets, get them in for an exam and to discuss how we can make them more comfortable.  We have lots of options to keep your older pet happy and healthy for years to come!       
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
