Ice Melt is Great for clearing slick walks…but
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The salt in ice melt can cause irritation to the pads of dogs’ feet, due to the large granule size and the chemicals in it.  





Dogs also lick the salt off their feet once they come inside.  Too much salt causes nausea in most dogs, but can cause very serious problems in dogs with kidney disease. 





There is no “pet safe” ice melt, they all contain salts that can have the same effects. Some contain “less toxic” salts, a larger volume has to be eaten to cause these problems. 





Go easy on the salt in areas where pets walk.  Wipe feet after walking on salted areas. 





Mouse and Rat Poison CAUTION��These poisons are deadly not just to rodents, but to pets!  Put them up out of reach for ALL pet or, better yet- use traps if possible.


As little as ½ bar bait or partial box of pellets can kill small pets and make larger ones very sick.


If your pet eats this or ANY poison, call ASAP!!  Have the box or bag with ingredients available, it will help with best treatment.  There are 2 types of poisons, which are treated very differently.
