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Back to School and pet anxiety

1) Conditioning- rigorous exercise for at least 1 month before hunting season to prevent injuries.��2) Safe Travel – Inside vehicle or a crate, secured in the back of a truck.  Be aware of high temperatures on early-season hunts – DO NOT leave dogs in hot vehicles.  


3) Safety orange – vest, skid plate or other item that will help them stick out for you and everyone else out there!  


4) Post-hunting check-up – check ears, armpits and feet for grass seeds and sores.  Intestinal deworming for any parasites.

Not only can they make your pets stinky, but are the #2 carrier for Rabies in the state.  �We have had 4 confirmed, positive Rabies cases in Casper wildlife THIS SUMMER ALONE!
